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The Indian IMO 2009 team secured 3 Silver, 2 Bronze and an Honorable Mention in the 50th International Mathematical Olympiad held in Bremen, Germany during 10-22 July, 2009.  The individual scores are as follows:

In all, 565 students (including 59 girl contestants) from 104 countries participated in the event.  The following were the medal cut-offs: (Maximum score is 42.)     
Gold: 32;      Silver: 24;      Bronze: 14.
The six problems that made it to the final IMO paper were respectively proposed by Australia, Russia, USA, Belgium, France and Russia.

There were two perfect scores, one each from China and Japan.  In all 282 medals (49G, 98S, 135B) and 96 certificates of Honorable Mention were awarded.  

The first ten countries at the top were China, Japan, Russia, South Korea, North Korea, USA, Thailand, Turkey, Germany and Bulgaria.  India secured 28th position.  

One afternoon session was set aside for celebrating the 50th Anniversary of the IMO.  Six past Gold Medalists of whom three were also Fields Medalists were invited to give 30-minute talks.  They were Bela Bollabas, Timothy Gowers, Laszlo Lovasz, Stanislav Smirnov, Terence Tao, Jean-Christophe Yoccoz.
Prof. C.R. Pranesachar, MO Cell, HBCSE, TIFR at Department of Mathematics, IISc, Bangalore was the Leader of the team.  Dr. Zafar Ahmed, BARC, Mumbai was the Deputy Leader and Prof. S.A. Katre, Department of Mathematics, University of Pune was the observer.
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
